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DAZU ROCK CARVINGS IN CHINA 
 
The steep hillsides of Dazu County in southwest China are home to an extraordinary collection of rock 
carvings.  They date from the 7th to the 13th centuries, and have been listed as a UNESCO World Heritage 
Site since 1999. Apart from displaying exceptional craftsmanship, their diversity in style and subject matter 
sheds light on the everyday life and religious belief of the period.
